Sustainable solution concept:-

Those carrying the heaviest burden are local authorities, island communities, and the tourism sector.

Priorities must begin with weight reduction and seéparating waste at the source, followed by proper-collection/transfer points,
then exporting only what cannot be treated on-island.

Implementation must be 'multi-stakeholder, not municipality-only:

Local government sets and enforces rules = tourism businesses and communities separate at source -> logistics/disposal firms

handle transport and final treatment - producers share costs and reduce dnd convert packaging.
